Mr. Michal Moroz, Secretary and Past Chairman of the Board of the Czech Chapter 
of ASIS International, was appointed Deputy Minister of the Interior representing the 
TOP09 political party. He will be responsible for strategy and management. Mr. 
Moroz was Managing Partner of Moroz & Partner and an adviser to the Interior

Next week the new cabinet will begin the preparation of its policy statement which it 
plans to submit to the Chamber of Deputies on August 10, prior to the required vote 
of confidence.
